From the airport, you may reach President 
Palace by any of the following: 

 Taxi 
Head to the taxi counter at Level 2 of the 
Arrival Floor, near entrance 3, 4, 7 & 8. 
Taxi fare: Airport surcharge of THB 50 
plus amount on meter and expressway 
fees. 
Approx. 30-40 minutes to President Palace 

 Bus 
Contact the Airport Express Counter at 
Level 1 near entrance 7. Take route AE3 
Suvarnabhumi-Sukhumvit-Wireless.  
Fare is THB 150 per trip. Descend on 
Sukhumvit Soi 10 (Bangkok Bank), head 
towards Nana BTS skytrain, ascend the 
escalator and cross over to the other side. 
Keep straight and take first left onto 
Sukhumvit Soi 11, the hotel is 400 meters 
along on your right hand side.

Weather 
Bangkok being a tropical city, the weather   
is generally warm throughout the year, 
with temperatures ranging from 25 to 35c. 

 March-May  
April and May are relatively warmer than 
other periods of the year, with the 
temperature reaching its peak in April. 

 October – February

where temperatures range from 25-28c 
with light breezes and only the occasional 
shower. 

 June – September 
A cooler time of year with some rain.

In general, taxis are readily available, a 
word of caution, some drivers may refuse 
to turn on the meter, therefore, bargain or 
hail another taxi. 

 Ferry and Public Boat 
The ideal for taking in the sights and sounds 
along the Chao Phraya river.  

 

  Canal boat 
There are also several canal routes by 
long-tail boat which offer more charming 
scenery with stops at old temples which 
are scattered along all canals.

 The Grand Palace
